Boathouse Rules for Rob Roy Boat Club

· Pay your subscriptions and rack rents in advance before using any club equipment.

· Book your boat before every outing, including competitions, on the booking chart in the CRA.

· The club has several allocated boats; these are for experienced users only and are under guardianship by specific individuals. If you wish to enquire about being allocated one of these boats, please contact the Captain.

· The club also houses private boats and blades for members; please do not use these private boats or blades. If you have your own boat and would like to enquire how to go about being allocated a rack in the CRA, please contact the Captain.

· If you are unsure, or have any concerns or questions about using the equipment, please contact the Captain. 

· No Rob Roy equipment is to be used for clubs other than Rob Roy Boat Club without prior agreement of the Captain.
· Do not change the rigging, or swap boat parts without speaking to the Captain or Equipment Officer.

· Clean boats and undo port holes after every outing.

· Put trestles away and keep the boathouse tidy.

· Repair/report damage to any equipment to the Equipment Officer and log it in the log book.

· Lock all doors if you are the last person to use the boathouse.

· If you have a medical condition that may adversely affect your ability to scull safely and independently, please ensure the Captain is aware.

· Anyone found in breach of the above rules risks forfeiting their membership and use of all club equipment.

Safety Guidelines for Rob Roy Boat Club
In response to the BR Row Safe Guide, Rob Roy Boat Club requires all members to comply with the following safety guidelines:

· All members must certify that they can swim 50m unaided in light clothing; be able to tread water for 2 minutes and swim underwater for 5m.

· All coxes must wear buoyancy aids/lifejackets for all outings.

· All members must check that equipment is in good order before venturing onto the water.

· All outings – member’s name, boat name, time out and time back – must be recorded in the outing log book.

· No J16 scullers to go beyond Ditton Corner unescorted or out in the dark at any time.

· White lights must be affixed on both the bow and stern and an additional red light on the stern for night-time outings.

· No member should undertake any form of rowing activity whilst they are suffering from a medical condition which could be aggravated by rowing or any rowing related activity.

Please read the BR Row Safe Guide in the boathouse.  If you have any further questions regarding safety, please approach any committee member.
